CHOIR ROLES

Head Chorister – 

Providing assistance to the director, the Head chorister will act as a role model for other choristers and carry out various tasks: 
· The Head Chorister will take the register at the beginning of each rehearsal and service and inform the choir director of any choristers who are missing.

· The Head Chorister will organise the choristers and tell the choristers to line up, at the correct time before the start of the service.
· The Head Chorister will lead the standing and sitting of choristers during the service if the choir director is not visible.  E.g – at the beginning of hymns etc
· At all times the Head Chorister will have the final say on all matters, when the choir director is not there.

· In the event that the choir director is indisposed the Head Chorister may be required to lead the choir with the support of his/her deputy.
· The Head Chorister will also attend some adult choir practises as will join in with singing various Anthems with the adult choir during services. 
Deputy Head Chorister – 
Providing support to the Head chorister and taking on Head Choristers duties in their absence. 
· The Deputy Head Chorister will also attend some adult choir practises as will join in with singing various Anthems with the adult choir during services. 
All Choristers – 
· Be well behaved, polite, considerate to each other and friendly at all times – if there is ever a problem consult the Head Chorister first who will decide whether the choir director needs to be informed.

· Listen to the Head Choristers instructions at all times and act accordingly.

· Remember to hold your music correctly. 

· Watch the choir director so that you know when to stand, when to begin singing and make sure you are stood so you can see them at all times…or you may miss out on them pulling silly faces! 
· When standing, stand up straight on both legs, do not lean on the music bench if you are stood in the choir stalls and hold the music when you are singing. 
· When sitting for long periods please sit quietly with your hands in your lap. Do not mess with robes, books, folders, music, hair, shoes, noses or anything else as it distracts other choristers and the congregation.

· When you arrive back in the vestry, you should be silent and still for the vestry prayer. The Head Chorister will tell the other choristers when to move.

· All choristers should be responsible for putting back their own books, robes and music, tidily and in number order. Do not leave weekly service/notice sheets and hymn books in the vestry after Sunday services.
